Digital Amp Meter

28.9257 / 28.9259 / 28.9261

This meter may be used to monitor DC current on systems with voltages up to 65 VDC.  Accuracy is +/- 1% at 1/10 amp resolution with a 100 Amp shunt (P1 shorted) and 1 amp resolution when a 500 amp shunt is used (P1 removed).  Current draw of the meter is 0.008 Amps

Wiring Instructions:

Connect the B+ wire to positive voltage source.

Connect the B- wire to negative voltage source.

Connect the S1+ wire to shunt.

Connect the S1- wire to shunt (negative voltage source).

Wiring Notes:

The B- and the S1- are internally connected.  Care should be used to insure that the S1- of the meter is connected to the same side as B- of the meter on the shunt.  

Shunt:

The shunt must be located on the negative cable of the power source between the source and the load.  A 100 amp 100mv shunt or a 500 amp 50mv shunt can be used if the jumper P1/P2 is installed correctly.

P1 & P2 Jumper:

The P1 and P2 jumpers are located the meter board.  For a 100 amp (1:1) shunt the jumper should be in the P1 location (factory default for 28.9257 & 28.9259).  For a 500 amp (10:1) shunt the jumper should be removed.  P2 is for future use.

Calibration:

This meter has been calibrated to be within 1.0 amp at 100 amp. It may be recalibrated by comparing it’s reading to that of another good quality amp meter.  Turning the white potentiometer on the circuit board behind the meter will allow you to adjust this meter to match your reference meter.
